At approximately 10:00pm on Tuesday, October 18, 

2016, from inside the garage, the victim opened the 

garage door to find two armed suspects armed with 

handguns standing in the driveway. 

 

The suspects forced the victim at gunpoint to open a 

gun safe that was located in the garage and then 

bounded the suspect up.  The suspects then proceeded 

to empty the gun safe and load a cache of weapons 

and ammunition into the victim’s victim.  The 

suspects then proceeded to ransack the residence 

taking an array of jewelry. 
 

The suspects spoke broken English to each other during the episode giving the indicating that both 

suspect were of Hispanic descent.  The suspects referred to each other as “G” and “L”. 
 

Once all the items were loaded into the victim’s vehicle, the suspects left the area.  At approximately 

11:50pm, the victim’s vehicle was located abandoned off Teri Road in Austin. 
 

On October 12, 2016, APD had also reported a similar incident in the Cat Mountain subdivision in 

Austin.  It is likely that both incidents were perpetrated by members of a regional criminal 

organization.
