PURPOSE: To provide educational assistance to a law enforcement officer.

GENERAL INFORMATION: Pueblo Crime Stoppers will limit the scholarship to one officer per year, which will be paid per semester.  This scholarship will be restricted to certified law enforcement officers only.  The scholarship may be used at any accredited college or university, including two-year and community colleges.  

ELIGIBILITY AND PRIORITY FOR SCHOLARSHIP:

Must be a current certified sworn law enforcement officer in Pueblo County;

A degree must be applicable to Law Enforcement; and

*
Must have submitted application as outlined.

PROCESS: 

This scholarship award will be determined from an examination of all applications submitted and it will be awarded on a one-year basis and will not be automatically renewable.  Eligible recipients must resubmit new applications each year for consideration.

The Crime Stoppers Scholarship Committee will be solely responsible and has broad discretion for determining eligibility and distribution of funds.  The decision of the Scholarship Committee is final.
